Sub: - Consolidated instructions on compassionate appointment — Replacement of Para 13 -
regarding.

The undersigned is directed to say that consolidated instructions on compassionate appointment
under the Central Government were issued vide this Department’s O.M. No. 14014/2/2012-Estt. (D) dated
16.1.2013. Para 13 of these consolidated instructions provides guidelines to the competent authorities in
Munistries/Departments for dealing with requests/ applications secking appointment on compassionate
grounds and disposal of such requests/ applications thercof by the Ministries/Departiments.

2. References have been reccived from different Ministrics/ Departments relating to the procedure
and modalities involved in processing claims of compassionate appointment. The lack ol unilormity in
processing such claims by different Government offices, has also come under scrutiny of the Courts.
including Central Administrative Tribunals. As a result, a need has been felt 1o bring in more objectivity
and transparency as well as streamline the process in dealing with requests/Applications seeking
compassionate appointment. The Honble Jabalpur Bench of the Central Administrative Tribunal, in its
Order dated 26.9.2019. in O.A. No. 202/00756/2017 of Decpanshu Raje v/s Union of India & Others. inter-
alia, directed Secretary. Department of Personnel and Training, to issue revised guidcelines, so as to bring
in more transparcney and probity in the system in processing the claims of Compassionate Appointment.

3. Therefore, after carelul examination, the procedure, as provided in O.M. dated [6.1.2013. has been
reviewed in consultation with the major stakeholder Ministrics/Departments. Accordingly, it has been
decided to substitute existing Para 13 of the consolidated instructions (OM dated 16.1.2013). with revised
Para 13 given in Appendix.

4. All Ministries/Departments may circulate these revised instructions to all offices under their
administrative control and also issue. wherever necessary. departmental instructions for supplementing
these guidelines, for dealing with requests/applications seeking appointment on compassionate grounds.

The Welfare Officer in each Ministry/Department/Office or a senior officer may be deputed to
meet the family members of the deceased Government Servant and apprise them of the terminal
benefits available to the family. This may be done at the earliest possible, preferably, within 30
days of death,

In case it is observed by the Welfare Officer/Senior Officer that the condition of the family of
the deceased Government Servant is indigent, the family should also be apprised of the scheme
for compassionate appointment.

In such cases, the Welfare Officer or any other Officer would assist the family member of the
deceased Government servant in applying for appointment on compassionate grounds. The
application should be made in the format prescribed as in Annexure. All assistance should be
extended to enable such family member to fill the Application Form for compassionate
appointment, The Applicant should be advised in person about the requirements and formalities
to be completed by him. The Applicant should also be given detailed information of the posts to
which they can apply.

The Administration shall satisfy itself regarding the correctness of the details entered in the
Application form and family income and other details computed for processing the Application.
During scrutiny, if any additional details or information having a bearing on the case, emerge,
the same should be added as supplementary Note to the Application.

Every application found to be in order, should be acknowledged by assigning a unique
Registration number. All pending Applications should also be assigned unique registration
number. This may be done within 2 to 3 weeks of time. Once a unique registration number has
been assigned to an application, the Applicant, including those whose applications are pending,
may be informed through email or other forms of communication (including digital modes of
communication) of their Unique Application Registration Number.

Some Departments such as CBIC, D/o Posts, D/o Defence have devised their own point based
merit system, for processing claims for compassionate appointment. In order to bring in
transparency and objectivity in dealing with such claims, all Ministries/Departments, who have
not yet developed such a system, may do so by devising their own point based merit system for
assessing the merit of the claims of compassionate appointments.

While informing the Applicants of the registration number of their Application, they may also
be informed of the likely number of vacancies likely to be available to be filled on compassionate
grounds as well as be provided with a copy of the point based merit system.

To consider the various applications and to recommend individual applicant for grant of
compassionate appointment, a Committee, comprising three members (one Chairman and two
Members), may be constituted. The Committee may be chaired by an Officer not below the rank
of Director/Deputy Secretary in the Ministry/Department and officers of equivalent rank in the

case of attached and subordinate offices.

The Committee may preferably meet once in a year, to consider all fresh requests received in
the last calendar year, in addition to pending applications. In case large number of applications
are received at different times during the calendar year, the Committee may meet twice or more
to consider the applications.

Prior to every meeting of the Committee, the Applicants whose applications are being
considered, should be informed, through email or other forms of communication (including
digital modes of communication), of the number of vacancies in each grade for which they are
being considered as also the date the Committee is due to meet to consider their Application.
However, the Applicant(s) would not be required to have any personal interaction, either with
the Administration or the Committee and that the Applicants may not be asked to be present
during the meeting of the Committee.

Every valid application shall be assessed strictly on the basis of the point based merit system
formulated by the concerned administrative Ministry/Department.

The Committee should make its recommendation for appointment on compassionate ground as
per the total points obtained by each Applicant, under the applicable point based merit system.

The result of each round of selection should be communicated to the Applicants. The points
awarded against each parameter alongwith total merit points earned, should be provided to the
Applicants through email or other forms of communication.

The minutes of each meeting of the Committee including the merit points earned by each
Applicant should also be placed, within a period of three weeks from the date of meeting of the
Committee, in public domain on the website of the Ministry/Department/Organisation for
information of all concerned.

Recommendation of the Committee should be placed before the competent authority for a
decision. If the competent authority disagrees with the committee’s recommendation, the case
may be referred to the next higher authority for a decision.

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SCHEME I'OR COMPASS_IONATE APPOINTMENT

1. OBJECT

The object of the Scheme is to grant appointment on compassionate grounds to
a dependent family member of a Government servant dying in hamess or who is
retired on medical grounds, thereby leaving his family in penury and without any
means of livelihood, to relieve the family of the Government servant concerned from
financial destitution and to help it get over the etnergency.

DETERMINATION/AVAILABILITY OF VACANCIES

While
considering such belated requests it should, however, be kept in view
that the concept of compassionate appointment is largely related to the
need for immediate assistance to the family of the Government servant
in order to relieve it from economic distress. The very fact that the
family has been-able to manage somehow all these years should
normally be taken as adequate proof that the family had some
dependable means of subsistence. Therefore, examination of such
cases would call for a preat deal of circumspection. The décision to
make appointment on compassionate grounds in such cases may,
therefore, be taken only at the' level of the Secretary of the
Department/Ministry concerned. )

' Cases of missing Government servants are also covered under ﬂle scheme for
compassionate appointment subject to the following conditions:- T

(a) A request to grant the ‘benefit of compassionate appointment can be
considered only after a lapse of at least 2 years from the date from
which the Government servant has been missing, provided that:

having a bearing on the case, emerge, the same should be added as supplementary
Note to the Application.

v) . Every application found to be.in order, should be acknowledged by assigning
a unique Registration number. All pending Applications should also be assigned
unique registration number. This may be done within 2 to 3 weeks of time. Once a
unique registration number has been assigned to an application, the Applicant,
including those whose applications are pending, may be informed through email or
other forms of communication (including digital modes of communication) of their
Unique Application Registration. Number.

vi) Some Departments stuch as CBIC, D/o Posts, D/o Defence have devised their
own point based merit systém, for processing claims for compassionate appointment.
In order to bring in transparency and objectivity in dealing with such claims, all
Ministries/Departments, who have not yet developed such a system, may do_so by

devising their own point based merit system for assessing the merit of the claims of
compassionate appointments. - )

vii)  While informing "the Applicants of the registration number of . thejr
Application, they may also be informed of the likely number of vacancies likely to be - -
available to be filled on compassionate grounds as well as be provided with a copy of
the point based merit system.

viii) . To consider the various applications and to recommend individual applicant
for grant of compassionate appointment, a Committee, comprising three members
(one Chairman and two Members), may be constituted. The Committee may be
chaired' by an Officer not below the rank of Director/Deputy Secretary in the

xXiii)  The result of each round of selection should be communicated to the
Applicants. The points awarded against each parameter alongwith total merit points
earned, should be provided to. the Applicants through email or other forms of
communication. '

xiv)  The minutes of each meeting of the Committee including the merit points
earned by each Applicant should also be placed, within a period of three weeks from
the date of meeting of the Committee, in public domain on the website of the
Ministry/Department/Organisation for information of all concerned.

xv)  Recommendation of the Committee should be placed before the competent
authority for a decision. If the competent authority disagrees with the committee's
recommendation, the case may be referred to the next higher authority for a
decision.(Q.M No.43019/9/2019-Estt.(D) dated 23.08.2021

14, . UNDERTAKING FOR MAINTENANCE OF THE FAMILY OF THE
DECEASED EMPLOYEE

A person appointed on compassionate grounds under the scheme should give
an undertaking in writing (as in Annexure) that he/she will maintain properly the
other family members who were dependent on the Government servant/member of the
Armed Forces in question and in case it is proved subsequently (at any time) that the
family members are being neglected or are not being maintained properly by him/her,
his/her appointment ‘may be terminated forthwith. The question of its" legal
enforceability has been examined in consultation with the Ministry of Law

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REQUEST FOR CHANGE IN POST/PERSON

When a person has been appointed on compassionate grounds to a particular
post, the set of circumstances, which led to such appointment, should be
deemed to have ceased to exist. Therefore, --

(a) he/she should strive in his/her career like his/her colleagues for future
advancement and any request for appointment to any higher post on
considerations of compassion should invariably be rejected.

(b) an appointment made on compassionate giounds cannot be transferred
to any other person and any request for the same on considerations of
compassion should invariably be rejected. - :

SENIORITY

A person appointed on compassionate ground in a particular year may be

placed at the bottom of all the candidates recruited/appointed through direct
recruitment, promotion etc. in that year, irrespective of the date of joining of
the candidate on. compassionate .ground. (Para 4.8 of O.M. No.

- No.20011/1/2008-Estt.(D) dated 11.11.2010)

TERMINATION OF SERVICE

The compassionate appointments can be- terminated on the ground of non-
compliance of any condition stated in the offer of appointment after providing
an opportunity to the'compassionate appointee by way of issue of show cause
notice asking him/her to explain why his/her services should not be terminated
for non-compliance of the condition(s) in the offer of appointment and it is not
necessary -to follow the procedure . prescribed in the Disciplinary
Rules/Temporary Service Rules for his purpose. -

In order to check its misuse, it has also been decided that this power of
termination of services for non-compliance of the condition(s) in the offer of
compassionate appointment should vest only with the Secretary in the
concerned administrative Ministry/Department not only in respect of persons
working in the Ministry/Department proper but also in respect of
Attached/Sub-ordinate offices under that Ministry/Department.(O.M. No.
14014/19/2000-Estt(D) dated 24.11. 2000). .

GENERAL

(a) Appointments made on grounds of compassion should be done in such a
way that persons appointed to the post do have the essential educational
and technical qualifications and experience required for the post consistent
with the requirement of maintenance of efficiency of administration.

(b) It is not the intention to restrict employment of a family member of the
deceased or medically retired (erstwhile) Group ‘D’ Government servant
to a erstwhile Group ‘D’ post only. As such, a family member .of such
erstwhile Group ‘D’ Government servant can be appointed to a Group *C’
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post for which he/she is educationally qualified, 'provided a vacdncy in
Group ‘C” post exists for this purpose. '

The Scheme of compassionate appointments was conceived as far back as
1958. Since then a number of welfare measures have been introduced by

the Government which have inade a significant difference in the financial -

position of the familics of the Government servants dying in
harness/retired on medical grounds. An application for compassionate
appointment should, however, not be rejected merely on the ground that
the family of the Government servant has received the benefits under the
various welfare schemes. While considering a request for appointment on
compassionate ground a balanced and objective assessment of the
financial condition of the family has to be made taking into account its
assets and liabilities (including the benefits received under the various
welfare schemes mentioned above) and all other relevant factors such as
the presence of an earning member, size of the family, ages of the
children and the essential needs of the family, etc.

. (d) Compassionate appointment should not be-denied or delayed merely on the

ground that there is reorganisation in the Ministry/Department/ Office. It
should be made available to the person concerned if there is a vacancy
meant for compassionate appointment and he or she is found eligible and
suitable under the scheme. ' '

Requests for compassionate appointment consequent on death or
retirement on medical grounds of erstwhile Group ‘D’ staff may be
considered with greater sympathy by  applying relaxed standards
depending on the facts and circumstances of the case.

Compassionate appointment will have precedence over absorption of
surplus employees and regularisation of daily wage/casual workers

* with/without temporary status.

(g) Any request to increase the upper age-limit of 55 years for retirement on

medical grounds prescribed in para 2(A) (b) and (c) above in respect of
Group ‘A’/’B’/’C’ Government servants aud to bring it at par with the
upper age-limit of 57 years prescribed. therein for erstwhile Group ‘D’
Government servants on the ground that the age of retirement has recently
(May, 1998) been raised from 5& years to 60 years for Group ‘A’/’B’/’C*
Government servants (which is at par with the age of retirement of 60
years applicable to erstwhile Group ‘D’ Government servants) or on any
other ground should invariably be rejected so as to ensure that the benefit
of compassionate appointment available under the scheme is not misused
by seeking retirement on medical grounds at the fag end of one’s career
and also keeping in view the fact that the higher upper age-limit of 57
years has been prescribed therein for erstwhile Group ‘D’ Governriient
servants for the reason that they are low paid Government servants who
get meagre invalid pension in comparison to others. -
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19.  IMPORTANT COURT JUDGEMENTS

The ruling contained in the following Jjudgements may also be kept in view
while considering cases of compassionate appointment:- '

(a) The Supremé Court in its judgement dated April 8, 1993 in the case of
Auditor General of India and others vs. G: Ananta Rajeswara Rao [(1994)
1 SCC 192] has held .that appointment on grounds of descent clearly
violates Article 16(2) of the Constitution; but if the appointment is. .
confined to the son or daughter or widow of the. Government servant who
died in harness and who needs immediate appointment on grounds of
immediate need of assistance in the event of there being no other earning
member in the family to. supplement the loss of income from the bread
winner to relieve the economic distress of the members of the family, it is
unexceptionable.

(b) The Supreme Court’s judgement dated May 4, 1994 in the case of Umesh
- Kumar Nagpal vs, State of Haryana and others [JT 1994(3) S.C. 525] has
laid down the following important principles in this regard:

6y ' Only dépendents of an employee dying in harness leaving his
- * family in penury and without any means of livelihood can be
appointed on compassionate ground.

(ii) . The posts in Group ‘C’ and ‘D’ (formerly Class Il and IV) are

' * the lowest posts in non-manual and manual categories and

hence they alone can be offered on compassionate grounds and

no other post i.e. in the Group ‘A’ or Group ‘B’ category is

expected or required to be given for this purpose as it is legally - -
impermissible. :

(iif) The whole object of granting compassionate appointment is to
enable. the family to tide over the sudden crisis and to relieve
the family of the deceased from financial destitution and to help
it get over the emergency.

(iv) Offering compassionate appointment as a matter of course
irrespective of the financial condition of the family of the
deceased or medically retired Government servant is legally

. impermissible. . :

(v) © - Neither the qualifications of the applicant (dependent family
member) nor the post held by the deceased or medically retired
Government servant is relevant. If the applicant finds it below
his dignity to accept the post offered, he is free not to do s0.
Thé post is not offered to cater to his status but to see the
family through the economic calamity.

(vi) - Compassionate appointment cannot be granted after lapse of a

reasonable period and it is not a vested right which can be
exercised at any time in future,
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(vii) Compassionate appointment cannot be offered by an individual
functionary on an ad-hoc basis.

. The Supreme Court has held in its judgement dated February 28, 1995 in
the case of the Life Insurance Corporation of India vs. Mrs Asha
Ramchandra Ambekar and others [JT 1994(2) S.C. 183] that the High
Courts - and Administrative Tribunals cannot give direction for
appointment of a person on compassionate grounds but can merely direct
consideration of the claim for $uch an appointment. '

The Supreme Court has ruled in the cases of Himachal Road Transport
Corporation vs. Dinesh Kumar[JT 1996 (5) S.C. 319] on May 7, 1996 and
Hindustan Aeronautics Limited vs. Smt A. Radhika Thirumalai [JT 1996
(9) 8.C. 197] on October 9, 1996 that appointment on compassionate
grounds can be made only if a vacancy is available for that purpose.

The Supreme Court has held in its judgement in the case of State of
Haryana and others vs. Rani Devi and others [JT 1996(6) S.C. 646] on July
15, 1996 that if the scheme regarding appointment on compassionate
ground is extended to all sorts of casual, ad-hoc employees including those
who are working as Apprentices, then such scheme cannot be justified on
Constitutional grounds.

The Hon'ble Supreme Court in its judgment dated 05.04.2011 in Civil
Appeal No. 2206 of 2006 filed by Local Administration Department vs. M.
Selvanayagam @ Kuimaravelu has observed that "an appointment made
many years after the death of the employee or without due consideration of
the financial resources available to his/her dependents and the financial

deprivation caused to the depéndents as a result of his death, simply

because the claimant happened to be one-of the dependents of the deceased
employee would be directly in conflict with Articles 14 & 16 of the
Constitution and hence, quite bad and iIl'ega:Ll. In dealing with cases of
compassionate appointment, it is imperative to keep this vital aspect in
mind". (Q.M. No. 14014/3/2011-Estt.(D) dated 26.07.2012).
